Thanksgiving for the Holy Eucharist ... Sunday, June 7, at 10:00 a.m. Each year Christians around the world 
celebrate the Feast of Corpus Christi, or the day of Thanksgiving for the Holy Eucharist. This feast grew out of 40 years 
of work by Juliana of Liège, a twelfth-century nun who longed for a day to celebrate the joy of the Lord's Supper outside 
of Holy Week observances.
